Quarterly Book Report Requirements
Due Dates: October 28, January 22, April 2, June 11

The standards require that by the end of middle school, students will have read one million words annually on their own, including a good representation of narrative (classic and contemporary literature) and expository (magazines, newspapers, online) instructional materials. One million words translate to about 15 to 20 minutes of reading per day. Rather than question about each book read, students will choose one book from those texts that they read each quarter, and turn in a report per the following guidelines approximately one week before the end of each quarter. Please choose a different genre option each quarter.
Instructions: Complete Part 1 AND Part 2: a response paper AND one genre option from chart.
Part 1: Response Paper, include the following:

· Basic Book Information: In one or two (1-2) complete sentences, write the: Name of the book, author, publisher, # of pages in book, type of book (i.e. fiction, non-fiction, biography, argumentation, etc.).

· Plot Summary: In two (2) paragraphs, use your own words and summarize the plot of the book.  If the book is a collection of short stories, pick the two best and explain their plots. If the book is non-fiction, explain the main idea and the supporting details or arguments. If it is organized historically, give a list of the important events in the text.

· Commentary/Analysis: In five (5) paragraphs, write an essay that analyzes the book/explains a theme. Describe what the book says about life (e.g. people, events, experiences, etc.) and give your opinion about the points/issues brought up in the book.  WRITE DOWN MORE THAN WHETHER YOU LIKED/DISLIKED THE BOOK. Relate the book to real life in at least these ways:


1.
Text-to-Self (easiest) – How does this story relate to your own life?


2.
Text-to-Text (medium) – How does this text relate to other texts you have read?


3.
Text-to-World (challenging) – What is the story saying about life in this world?
· Response should be 2-3 pages (typed and double-spaced OR written neatly in blue or black pen on only the front side of the paper)
Part 2: Genre Responses: Choose one of the options below to create a project that shows your understanding of the book you are reporting on. There is flexibility here for you to choose something you are interested in and in which you can do well showcasing what you learned.

This project WILL take some time, so do NOT procrastinate. You have all quarter, so start early!
Commentary/Analysis EXPLAINED: We will go over this Response to Literature format multiple times in class with different topics, but I have laid out a topic-specific outline here for your convenience to give you an idea of what is expected..
· Paragraph 1: Introduction - Write 3-5 sentences, including the last sentence in paragraph that clearly states the main theme of the essay (e.g. Tell me the biggest lesson/moral that you learned from the book.) 1st Sentence – Attention Grabber (e.g. “Hook”) to get the reader interested in your essay, 2nd Sentence – Thesis (e.g. main point of the essay)

· Paragraph 2: (Body 1 – 3-5 sentences) – TEXT-TO-SELF: Introduction Sentence – Tell me at least two ways in which the book relates to your life (e.g. what you have experienced, what you have seen, heard, felt, etc.) Other Sentences – Explain how those quotations/sentences demonstrate how the book relates to your life.  Provide the page # of the quote from the book.

· Paragraph 3: (Body 2 – 3-5 sentences) – TEXT-TO-TEXT: Introduction Sentence – Tell me some ways (more than one) in which the book relates to other books/ magazines/ newspapers/ texts that you have read. (e.g. same message/theme as other works) Other Sentences – Explain how those quotations/ sentences demonstrate how the book relates to other texts you have read.  Provide the page # of the quote from the book.

· Paragraph 4: (Body 3 – 3-5 sentences) – TEXT-TO-WORLD: Introduction Sentence – Tell me some ways (more than one) in which the book relates to our world (e.g. what this book is trying to say about life, about being a human being, about universal themes like loyalty, friendship, relationships, compassion, love, etc.) Other Sentences – Explain how those quotations/sentences demonstrate how the book relates to your life.  Provide the page # of the quote from the book.

· Paragraph 5: Conclusion – Write 2-3 sentences that remind the reader of the thesis (main point) of your essay. Repeat your main points of your essay in this paragraph. Describe how you think your life or view on life should change after you read this book (i.e. how you view/treat people, how you live your daily life, what you say/think about others and our world, etc.)
*Please see Mrs. Snow if you need help, want to discuss an idea, or have questions. The genre list is open to new suggestions, so if you think of a quality project you would like to do which is not on the list, feel free to run it past me. Remember to start early!
